TASTING NOTES

The 2022 TREAD Our Lady of Guadalupe Pinot Noir reveals a 
nose layered with black and white pepper, graphite, and dark 
boysenberry, creating an intriguing aromatic profile. On the 
palate, it showcases well-structured tannins and engaging 
acidity, culminating in a long finish of raspberry glaze and 
dark chocolate. This expressive Pinot Noir pairs exquisitely with 
ripe California brie accompanied by fig jam and walnuts, 
complements the rich flavors of Atlantic salmon or tofu teriyaki, 
and enhances the savory and sweet notes of turkey with herbs 
and cranberry sauce.
